LITTER REMOVAL PROGRAM

All paperwork submittals, information, and materials requests should be directed to the We Clean Escondido Coordinator at 475 N. Spruce Street, Escondido, 92025-2525. The We Clean Escondido Coordinator may be reached by phone at (760) 839-6216.  To phone in reports, call (760) 877-2525 and leave a voicemail or text.
ENROLLMENT PROCEDURE
1. Obtain and review a We Clean Escondido Information Package.

2. Contact We Clean Escondido Coordinator to determine available cleanup locations.

3. Submit completed application.

4. Group contact person will be notified once application is approved.

5. Submit liability release/waiver form for all group participants.

6. Group contact person will be notified with the dates for the orientation and gear distribution.  
7. Group contact person will be notified once cleanup area recognition signs are installed. For most groups, two signs will be installed - one at the beginning of the cleanup area in each direction of traffic. Locations and wording of signs are at the sole discretion of the City of Escondido. Allow for 3 months for placement of signs.

CLEANUP PROCEDURE

1. Make sure that all participants have a completed liability release/waiver form on file with the City of Escondido.

2. Request additional equipment if necessary.

3. Notify We Clean Escondido Coordinator of cleanup date and time.

4. Review all procedures and guidelines with each participant, emphasizing the safety rules included as part of this information packet.
5. Groups are encouraged to self-haul/dispose of trash and recycling that is collected.  If assistance is required for large or unsafe items, please call/text We Clean Escondido Coordinator.
6. Recycling - there are dumpsters in front of Escondido Disposal that you can use for your recycling.  You can also take them to a buyback facility such as Skyline Recycling in Escondido.

7. Complete and submit cleanup report form included in the information packet via email. If you require assistance, please call or text We Clean Escondido Coordinator.
IMPORTANT:  Make Sure to Review Safety Rules
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The We Clean Escondido program depends on the common sense and responsibility of individual participants. Participants must realize they are working in a potentially hazardous environment and diligently comply with the following safety requirements:

REVIEW THESE GUIDELINES WITH ALL VOLUNTEERS PRIOR TO EVERY CLEANUP:
· Do not touch potentially hazardous materials such as powders, chemicals, weapons, needles, sharp objects, dead animals, etc. Report such objects to group leader, who will inform city staff as soon as possible. (See Handout)
· Wear gloves, long pants and boots or sturdy shoes are recommended.
· Wear light-colored clothing, long-sleeve shirts, and sunscreen.

· Stay out of poison oak. (See Handout)
· Do not work when it is raining or foggy or when the roadway is wet.

· Discontinue work before dusk.

· Avoid overexertion, and drink plenty of water.

· Children under the age of 14 are permitted to work - adult supervision is mandatory and the specific approval of the We Clean Escondido Coordinator is required.
· Do not consume alcoholic beverages or drugs before or during the work event.

· Do not make physical contact with any animals (alive or dead) you encounter during the cleanup. Call Dead Animal Removal at (619) 390-8204.
· Do not attempt to move or carry large objects. Notify city staff of such items.

· If picking up fishing line, be careful as there will likely be a sharp hook at the end of the line.

· Do not walk in the road or on shoulders. Be aware of vehicles if near a roadway.

· Do not place or sweep materials into a gutter. Only rain should go down the storm drain!

· Always wear safety vests and gloves. (May be provided upon request)
· Exit and enter vehicles away from traffic.

· Walk and work facing oncoming traffic. Stay alert, and keep an eye on traffic.

· Do not enter tunnels or drainage facilities.

· Carpool when possible. Park outside the right-of-way, and walk in to cleanup area.

· Remember, improperly parked vehicles may be ticketed or towed by the Police Department.

· No entry to fenced areas without written permission from City of Escondido staff.  Do not enter any standing or moving water.

· No removal or clearing of living or dead vegetation.  No moving of sediment or soil.

· No heavy equipment (cars, weed whackers, tractors) allowed into creek or channel areas. Should such work be needed, please contact the City of Escondido Public Works (760) 839-4668.
